It is the Reality that there are more than 12 Lack people are persons 
with Hearing Impairment in the state of Telangana where only Six 
Schools are available to deliver Education to them which is absurd and 
there is no higher Education facilities by the Government. The strong 
desire to provide quality education to the Hearing impaired Community 
made me to establish the Residential School for the Deaf-PHIN in 
Hyderabad of Telangana State which is now giving shelter and 
Education to more than 70 Children.  



My sincere thanks to all supports, Volunteers, Donors, PHIN general 
Body members for making a great dream real. All your Spirit has led and 
inspired our deliberations for the last 12 months. Personally I admire 
the devotion and the Commitment of Volunteers in donating Countless 
hours for the well being of the Hearing impaired Community.

II. About PHIN School: 

 

People with Hearing Impaired Network (PHIN-Deaf) is a Voluntary, Non-
Profit Disabled Peoples Organization Running a Residential School for 
the Hearing Impaired Children in Hyderabad, In Telangana initiated by 
Mrs. V. Janaki in 2007 , who herself speech and hearing impaired by 
birth and hailed from a most backward family in the state ofTelangana. 
Despite her disability her passion to serve the community from the 
Child hood made her a strong women Activist. She has experienced that 
hearing impaired Rights are being violated against law. She began 
advocating on the issues and gained vast experience at the grass roots 
level and expanded its Activities to Pune in Maharashtra and set up an 
office there. 

At present more than 70 children with Hearing Impairment who are 
homeless, Destitute, Children reefed by Juvenile Justice Home receiving 
education with residential facility  and being rehabilitated in all aspects. 
PHIN is in the process to extend it service to more number of Children 
in the State.  

The Network (PHIN) has been addressing the issues of rehabilitation of 
PWD and their livelihoods, Education, Health with the rights 
perspective. Advocacy, Networking and Rehabilitation delivering the 
Quality education are its thrust areas. PHIN has been able to highlight 
issues of the Hearing Impaired at the National and the international 
levels with support from governmental and non-governmental 
agencies. 

PHIN has been involved in the formation of self-help groups, training 
the Hearing Impaired in Sign Language, legal advocacy on behalf of the 
Hearing Impaired, disseminating IEC material on issues of the Hearing 
Impaired, fixing marriage alliances, resolving cases of marital disputes 
and domestic violence between Hearing Impaired persons, linking 
Hearing Impaired children to educational institutions and providing 



employment linkages to the Hearing Impaired. Now it has more than 
10000 Membership and Volunteers. 

Vision: 
To Impart the Quality Education to the most marginalized and deprived 
children with Hearing impaired in a Child Friendly environment by 
Establishing a Model school which ensures full participation and Equal 
opportunities. 

Mission: 
To build leadership and Networking among hearing impaired persons 
and to rehabilitate every one of them by improving their individual 
capacities to enable them to demand their human rights and 
entitlements. 

Activities:  

People with Hearing impaired is running a Residential School for the 
Children with Hearing & Speech in Hyderabad, Telangana with an 
objective to illuminate their future by providing the Quality Education. 
Now more than Fifty Children access to the Residential facilities and 
Free Education. PHIN established the school to fulfill the needs of the 
most marginalized grass root level children of the State and become a 
Model school in the State. 
 
On the other hand PHIN is Advocating on the Rights of the Persons with 
Disabilities with the Support of Various Government and the Non 
government Organizations and individual Rights based Activists, 
rehabilitating the children and persons with Hearing impaired by 
mainstreaming them in the local schools, orienting the parents, 
providing linkage to thousands of Hearing impaired to the Government 
entitlements & Service providers, PHIN is also improving awareness on 
the Legal issues and through counseling a large number of domestic 
Violence issues have been solved , filed cases in the Human Rights 
Commission, District legal Services Authorities. PHIN is working for the 



Rights protection in line with the UNCRPD, PWDS Act, and RTE. 
PHIN is providing the trainings on the jobs and Livelihoods like 
Beautician, Tailoring, Handicrafts, Communication, Computer skills, and 
Embroidery etc... And placed them in various Corporate and non 
corporate Companies and made their lives meaningful.
